General Assembly in 1954 to encourage all countries 
to institute a day to promote mutual exchange and 
understanding among children and to take action 
to promote the well-being of the world’s children.

National Child Day, it is celebrated widely across the 
country and promoted by civil society organizations and 
various levels of government.
