She has been raising
funds for UNICEF at Ecole Crescentview
School in Portage la Prairie for most of the
past 37 years. Incredible!

describe Vicki.

And what the school accomplished

this year under Vicki's leadership is

truly remarkable.

A few years ago, UNICEF's Halloween
fundraising drive changed to an
educational, school-based campaign. That's
when Vicki got creative. She organized the
school to hold a change drive, a cookie
sale and an "adopt-a-pumpkin” event. Vicki
made sure there was a way for all ages,
even the kindergartners, to contribute, and
she kept it fun and energetic with

assemblies and daily announcements.
These activities took in about $2,500,

an amount that the school of 417 students
was pretty happy with. This year, however,
something took Vicki and the entire school
by surprise.

“UNICEF always sent us pledge
envelopes, but | was hesitant to send
them home,” said Vicki. “This year we
decided to send the envelopes home with
our students to see what would happen.
The response was absolutely amazing!
Our fundraising increased from $2,500

to almost $10,000"

Vicki motivated the students by having the
classrooms compete with each other for a
grand prize movie party. They also created

a recognition wall for students who
managed to raise more than $100.

"We had a thermometer on the wall

10 track donations. The top of the
thermometer was $2,500. As the money
kept coming in, the thermometer went up
the wall and onto the ceiling. We were all
pretty thrilled to watch it climb and climb.”
Crescentview is now the top fundraising
school in Manitoba and one of the top
ten in Canada.

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Fighting hunger and feeding hOPE - cisisin the Hom of atrica

UNICEF leads international emergency
relief efforts. Too often, it is children
who suffer most in emergencies. They
are vulnerable to disease, malnutrition,
violence and exploitation. UNICEF is
already on the ground in virtually every
country, so when disaster strikes we

can move quickly to safeguard children,
return them to school, and help
families re-establish their lives.

It is late morning at the Catholic Integrated
School in the Wajir district of eastern
Kenya. Thanks to UNICEF donor support,
every day at this time the children gather
to wait for the lunch program to begin.
The smallest students always manage to
get themselves to the front of the group.
"I think this is the only meal they are
getting today,” said Ms. Shuriye, the
teacher who oversees the lunch program.
"It is only this” When lunchtime is over,
the 1,280 children and 60 elderly people
from the neighbouring village have been
fed a bow! of porridge. Many of them
share it with their younger siblings.
Together, UNICEF and the government

of Kenya have extended the program to
ensure all children are fed at least one
meal a day during this period of prolonged
and severe drought. In a way, these
children are the lucky ones.

The need is still so great with more than

6 million children across the region at risk.

This is a children'’s crisis.

With the support of Canadians, we are

responding with a variety of targeted

efforts, reaching those at greatest risk first.
